Please keep in mind that this parade is approximately 1.2 miles long.  There is only one way in and out of the 
festival grounds.  Every participant will need to enter Veteran’s Park.    Those who wish to leave 
immediately following the parade will be directed to go all the way back to the festival grounds to turn 
around and exit.  You will not be able to exit the park until the parade is over.  All entries must be pre-
registered to be able to participate in our parade by getting your application mailed to us.  It must be 
postmarked no later than the May 25, 2011 DEADLINE.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

Check in time for FLOATS ONLY:  7:00 a.m. – 8:00 a.m.

Check in time for everyone else:  8:00 a.m. – 9:30 a.m.

PARADE RULES & REGULATIONS
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NEW THIS YEAR:  THE LINE UP WILL START IN THE MAIN PARKING LOT OF THE HIGH SCHOOL AND 
WILL NOT START UP BY THE ENTRANCE OF THE SCHOOL.  WE NEED TO KEEP THE MAIN DRIVE IN 
AND OUT OF THE SCHOOL CLEAR.  PLEASE COORDINATE RIDES BY CONSOLIDATING YOUR 
VEHICLES.  THERE WILL BE AN AREA FOR DROPPING OFF PARADE PARTICIPANTS.  PARADE 
PARTICIPANTES WILL BE GIVEN A PARADE NUMBER AND WILL NEED TO LINE UP ACCORDINGLY.

1. NO THROWING OF ITEMS FROM FLOATS, CARS, TRUCKS OR OTHER UNITS  . You must 
walk curbside of street to pass out candy, literature or other handouts. By order of 
the Avon Police Department, violators will not be allowed to participate in the 2012 
parade.

2. Each entry shall exercise all precautions for the safety of others and shall be 
responsible for their own animal, float, vehicle, etc. Keeping your entry in order and 
under control at all times is your responsibility and execute our Hold-Harmless 
Indemnity clause.  Every unit must be PRE-REGISTERED to participate in this event.

3. Equestrian units are required to provide their own pooper-scooper units for the 
parade. Please supply name(s) of person(s) that will be used as your unit’s pooper-
scooper(s).  Please bring your own shovels, brooms and trash cans or bags.

4. The driver of the entry must be available at all times to move the unit in the event of 
an emergency or relocation.

5. Floats will be judged by a select panel of judges hand selected by the Parade 
Coordinator.  Judging will be done at 8:30 prior to the start of the parade.

6. All duct tape float entries must be received by the deadline date of MAY 25, 2011 
to be eligible for Parade prizes.  All other entries must also be received by the 
deadline of May 25, 2011. 

7. Parade check in & lineup for FLOATS ONLY are between 7:00 a.m. & 8:00 a.m.. 
Everyone else must check in between 8:00 a.m. & 9:30 a.m.  The parade will start at 
10:00 a.m. PROMPTLY.  Entries may arrive no earlier than 7:00 a.m.  

8. Please maintain a distance of 10-15 ft. between your entry & the unit directly in front 
of you and keep the parade moving at all times and must use a safety chain with 
any trailer hitch. 

9. Extra vehicles not in parade may not park in the parade line up area; there will be 
limited short term parking available.

10.The parade will travel west on Detroit Rd, and then left into Veteran’s Memorial Park 
where the festival grounds are held. There will be a special area for the Duct Tape 
Floats and visiting queens.  Everyone else will need to disband towards the back of 
the festival grounds.  Please be aware that you will not be able to leave until the 
parade is officially over.  There is only one way in and one way out of the festival. 
All entries must complete the entire parade route and disband at this location 
except for official city emergency vehicles if necessary

11. Winners will be announced at the main stage in the park at 2:00 p.m.  You do not 
need to be present to win.   In selecting winners, the judges shall consider each of 
the following judging criteria:  Originality (25%), Use of colors (25%), Workmanship 
(25%), Quantity of Duct Tape used (25%)

12.Alcoholic beverages are prohibited in the entire pre-parade assembly area, as well 
as on the parade route.  Intoxicated participants will be prohibited from 
participating.
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13.Fire Department may inspect floats prior to parade (max. height limit is 12 feet & 8.5 
feet width). A fire extinguisher(s) must be on the float or in the vehicle pulling the 
float complying with State and Local Fire Codes.

14.Avon Heritage Duct Tape Festival reserves the right to remove a person or persons 
from any float or vehicular unit that it determines to be overcrowded to such an 
extent that the unit may break down or cause injury to participants and/or 
spectators.

15.The Avon Heritage Duct Tape Festival Parade and Float competition is open to all 
organizations and groups who have pre-registered by filling out and executing a 
Parade Participation Application and all necessary waivers. Directors or committee 
members of the Festival or officers or employees of Shurtech or any of its affiliates, 
including family members and persons living in the same household as officers or 
employees of the Sponsor are ineligible for prizes.

16.All parade floats must be original creations, not previously entered in any other 
contest, including any previous Avon Heritage Duct Tape Festival Parade.

17.Floats shall be constructed of “Duck Brand Duct Tape”. Participants shall be 
provided with 60 rolls of Duck Brand Duct Tape, but can purchase additional duct 
tape, as needed.  Additional Duck® Brand Duct Tape may be purchased at one of 
the following locations, Walmart, Michael’s & JoAnn Fabrics.

Visiting Royalty will be introduced at the main stage after the parade at 
approximately 12:30 pm and will receive a “participation gift”.
